1/- Thanks first to all those that helped make it a great 2003 – I think we had a great year and thanks to all those that have every confidence in me to elect me as president for another year. Presentation night went off well and there are still some trophies at the clubrooms that haven’t been picked up yet – both for Monza and Pony Expresses.

2/- This year has started off well with good attendance at club meetings. Club days have been set for the year. We have been approached by 3 coaching organisations to coach Motocross at Monza: Stephen Gall, Macca and Full Throttle Sports. All three have good reputations and we have set dates for all of them – no cost to the club. The pony express boys are sourcing venues with the first being at Mt Bolton to work in with the Vipers natural terrain event. The dates for the pony express meeting will be known shortly so keep an eye at the website.

3/- Most importantly we have agreed to open Monza for a lot of track days this year. But, it will still require voluntary time for it all to happen. A special committee meeting has been held whereby a list of conditions/rules have been set.

A/- A fee of $50 per year has been set per rider/family

B/- Each rider must attend a meeting at our clubrooms on a Thursday night and read and understand the indemnity form in front of at least 2 select members before they receive their Monza Membership Stamp

C/- We are not obtaining a permit for these track days through MV (Motorcycling Victoria) because of the cost, so therefore we won’t have any insurance cover for these days. So everyone rides completely at their own risk.

 D/- Licences are not required, however riders must indicate to the official on the day if they are a novice with no experience. 

E/- An official (responsible adult) and a level 2 first aid person must be in attendance to allow the track day to occur.

F/- There will be a form that will be required to be filled in by the official/first aider each time which is in a Risk Analysis type format with ticks and crosses and comments to be made should this be required prior to any riders entering the track. 

G/- The intention is that the track be opened each Saturday or Sunday and possibly a week afternoon/evening subject to popularity.

This is a summary of what will happen and things may change once we iron out any hiccups that may occur.
H/- We have arranged for an Officials course to be held on Monday 15th March and Tuesday 16th March commencing at 7pm each night. This will give those a chance to update their officials licence and /or get a licence so we have more officials to share the work load. Please advise me if you wish to join in.
